Statement
Of the Hierarchy of the Ukrainian Orthodox Church of Canada
Regarding the Current Events in Ukraine

The Episcopate of the Ukrainian Orthodox Church of Canada continues to follow the
events in our spiritual homeland, Ukraine, with great concern. We joined our brothers and sisters
on native soil in the hope that, with God’s Providence, Ukraine will take a decisive step towards
European values and standards, and will wrench itself from the grasp of its enemy which has
oppressed our Ukrainian people and our Church for centuries, and that, finally, our nation will
live in “a great family, a family free, contemporary.” (T. Shevchenko)

However, today we see that the Ukrainian authorities fear their people. They fear the peaceful
demonstrations of dissatisfaction with the presidential non-signing of the agreement with the
European Union. This is the latest of a whole series of dissatisfactions. The beatings by the
Berkut of innocent demonstrators, the majority being youth and students, makes evident the fact
that the authorities do not take into account the true will of the Ukrainian people. The people
have had enough!

We call upon Ukrainians in Canada to pray for the demonstrators who have experienced
contempt and beatings, and for positive changes in the course of development of the Ukrainian
state. Let us pray for the peaceful resolution to the complex questions facing our nation. And let
us pray for peace and unity in Ukraine.

We, the Hierarchs of the UOC of Canada call upon you, our fellow citizens, to show solidarity
with our brothers and sisters in Ukraine through peaceful means proposed by the Ukrainian
World Congress and the Ukrainian Canadian Congress. Let us make known to the Government
of Canada our dissatisfaction with the latest events in Ukraine at this historical moment for our
God-loving Ukrainian people “...to stand before the world as a master, not a slave.” (I. Franko)

May the Lord God hear our entreating prayers and blesses our free spiritual Motherland
Ukraine and its long-suffering people.
