This book introduces the pinnacle of the religious art created by the Canadian-
Ukrainian artist William Kurelek. The world famous series “The Passion of Christ”
1s comprised of 160 paintings, which illustrate verse for verse the ‘“Suffering,
Death, and Resurrection” of Christ, as described in the Gospel According to
Matthew.

This new edition consists of 396 pages and is written in four languages — English,
Ukrainian, French and Spanish to encompass a wide range of readers. The book
includes a brief biography describing Kurelek’s artistic education, and reveals the
motivations for the creation of the series, as well as a comprehensive analysis of
this sacred art. This is also the first publication about William Kurelek to be
released in Ukraine.
